You may choose to perform a
section of a song and this may be from your recital choices, another piece of a similar standard or a song that you have composed
yourself. Candidates are welcome to have a metronome/click and starting note immediately before the a cappella performance but
after that the singing must be unaccompanied. For this section please sing between 30 seconds and 1 minute.
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
